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. Balance Development in Theories and Practices

The design of our courses is based on solid theoretical foundation and inspired by
substantial teaching practices. In addition to theoretical courses such as Special Topics
on Chinese Linguistics and Special Topics on Second Language Acquisition, we also
offer extensive and diverse teaching practices and internship courses such as
Classroom Activity Design for Chinese Language Teaching, Pedagogy of Teaching
Chinese to Children, and Overseas Internship.

. Mutual Complementation of Foreign Languages and Culture

Foreign languages are a main medium for second language teaching and learning, and
culture serves as a critical basis for communication. As the only university of foreign
languages in Taiwan, Wenzao features a well-established environment for the teaching
and learning of foreign languages. To complement that, we provide cultural courses
such as Chinese Culture and Society and Special Topics on the History and Culture
of Taiwan in order to strengthening students’ language skills and cultural literacy.

. Balanced Training for Physical and Digital Contexts

In addition to teaching in physical environments, we have long been striving to
develop remote teaching. Therefore, we offer courses such as Computer-assisted
Instruction for Chinese Language Teaching and Media & Chinese Language
Teaching. We also provide the only online certification program for Chinese language
teacher in Taiwan. Our courses give full coverage from theories to practices, from
physical settings to digital platforms, and from training to certification, striving to
equip our students with consistent and complete abilities in Chinese language
teaching and digital application.
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1. Students must earn a total of 33 credits for graduation requirements. The

composition of the 33 credits include 12 credits of the required core courses
(including 3 credits for master’s thesis), at least two elective courses each in the
fields of Chinese linguistics and Chinese teaching, and at least one elective course
in the field of Chinese society and culture.

2. Before graduation, students should present a language proficiency certificate

meeting one of the following conditions for the approval of the course planning
committee:

(1) Meet the qualification criteria of foreign languages of the Certification
Examination for Proficiency in Teaching Chinese as a Second/ Foreign
Language administered by the Ministry of Education.

(2) Accrue at least 8 credits of courses of any two foreign languages within five
years. International students are not subject to this condition.
